BACKGROUNDER  
 

AMFUF was founded on November 7, 2002 at the Korea Maritime University (KMU) in 
Busan. It was the first permanent organization in Asia, joined by 9 institutions including KMU. 
The over-all objective of this annual forum is to promote academic exchange among the Asian 
Maritime and Fisheries Education Institutes and to further foster international cooperation on 

education and research for the maritime and fisheries experts. This annual forum is held in each 
member institution, alternately, for advertising this linkage and activities of the programs to the 
society all over Asian countries. Membership at AMFUF is thru invitations only and MAAP was 
the first maritime school from the Philippines invited in 2007 for the 6th AMFUF held in Russia. 



The participation of MAAP started in the 7th  AMFUF hosted by Myanmar Maritime University 
(with Rector Prof. Charlie Than), then the 8th AMFUF hosted by Korea Maritime 

University(with President Dr. Keo-Don Oh) and the 9th AMFUF hosted by Burapha University 
(with President Dr. Suchart  Upatham), which were participated by Dr. Angelica Baylon as 
MAAP Presidentõs representative. From then on, she serves as one of annual paper presenters 

and presentation session Chairs of AMFUF and was requested to organize similar activity in the 
Philippines.
